Headings
Headings are defined with the <h1> to <h6> tags.

Tag Description
<html> Defines an HTML document
<body> Defines the document’s body
<h1> to <h6> Defines header 1 to header 6
<!--> Defines a comment

Paragraphs, Breaks and Rules
Paragraphs are defined with the <p> tag.
Use the <br /> tag if you want a line break (a new line) without starting a new paragraph.
The <hr /> tag is used to create an horizontal rule (line).

Tag Description
<p> Defines a paragraph
<br /> Inserts a single line break
<hr /> Defines a horizontal rule

Formatting
HTML uses tags like <b> and <i> for formatting output, like bold or italic text. These HTML tags are called formatting tags.

Tag Description
<b> Defines bold text
<big> Defines big text
<em> Defines emphasized text 
<i> Defines italic text
<small> Defines small text
<strong> Defines strong text
<sub> Defines subscripted text
<sup> Defines superscripted text
<ins> Defines inserted text
<del> Defines deleted text

Elements & Attributes
An HTML element is everything from the start tag to the end tag.
HTML elements can have attributes
Attributes provide additional information about the element
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Attributes are always specified in the start tag
