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While loops can be used to iterate if a condition is true.

1. Check Condition

2. If condition is true, execute body of loop

3. Repeat

You do have to worry about the possibility of 

infinite loops….
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1. Execute body of loop

2. Check condition

3. Repeat 

The do/while loop will always execute the body of the loop once, and then check the condition

!!! You are guaranteed at least one execution of the loop body

Write a Java program that will simulate dice being rolled. The Java program should 

keep track of the frequencies of how much each dice number was rolled (# of 1s rolled, 

# of 2s rolled, etc) and print it out to the screen like a Histogram

public static void main(String args[]){

// create instance of Random class
Random rand = new Random();

// Generate random integers in range 0 to 999
int rand_int1 = rand.nextInt(1000);
int rand_int2 = rand.nextInt(1000);

// Print random integers
System.out.println("Random Integers: "+rand_int1);
System.out.println("Random Integers: "+rand_int2);

// Generate Random doubles
double rand_dub1 = rand.nextDouble();
double rand_dub2 = rand.nextDouble();

// Print random doubles
System.out.println("Random Doubles: "+rand_dub1);
